One must ask the question why is the accounting profession the only remaining senior mature profession not to have established an advocacy body separate and apart from their regulatory body? It is our position that the existence of dual purpose statutory accounting bodies, both regulatory and advocacy, is not in the public interest. Without a strong advocacy body public practitioners have no voice.  Designated accountants need a Canadian Bar Association http://www.cba.org/CBA/about/main/ of their own  


Being an “advocate” requires a specialized skills set. Skills to promote and advance the best interests of certified and chartered practicing accountants. Public accounting practitioners need:
§         an open forum to network and discuss ideas 
§         member benefits that are well managed by their peers and up to date

§         confidential errors and omissions claims information

§         competitive pricing on mandatory public practitioner professional development and mandatory errors and omissions insurance requirements
